throughout the year and ask about any assistance that you may provide. Email your teachers and 
introduce yourself as the grade parent.  

 
• We suggest attending our PTA meetings – this way you are aware of all school information and 

events – as well as being informed to answer questions!

• Supply water and snacks for your class’ field trip! PLAN AHEAD!!! Talk to the teachers first about
